Our Challenge

Dear friends,

The early Christians were filled with courage. They let nothing stand in the way of
their mission to spread the gospel far and wide. When problems arose, they solved
them. When leaders were needed, they named them. They had the courage to do new thlngs to
solve old problems. Still, there were many in the early church who stumbled and fell away from the
faith. They lacked courage to break with tradition, the discipline to resist fallen human nature and to
withstand temptation. But those believers who remained steadfast became the church’s foundation
blocks and precious stones. Jesus made it clear that courage is not something you manufacture out
of feelings or fantasies. We find courage in the sources of courage God has provided. Courage
comes from faith in the goodness of God, faith in the way of Christ, and faith in the future God is
preparing. Christian theologian Paul Tillich wrote a book with the interesting title, The Courage To
Be. Isn’t it true that it takes courage just to live, much less to excel? Every day is a contest between
success and failure that keeps us engaged. Without the resources of faith and courage our days are
filled with fear, uncertainty, and a sense of helplessness.....rather than with meaning, purpose, and
adventure. What do we need? Our greatest need is not for more money, material security, or better
health. These are things that can be taken away from us. Our greatest need is for courage to take
what comes as best we can. Finding courage in danger is half the battle. We need the skills and the
resources to deal with the challenges that confront us in life. But without courage, whatever skills we
possess are useless and whatever resources we have are wasted. Courage is the energy that
keeps us going and growing. Have courage!

Dear friends,

Since our statewide ‘stay at home’ orders have been extended to May 15, 2020, it looks to me like it
will depend on how the ‘testing numbers’ pan out in the meantime as to when we can expect to safely
move into the Phase One of the ‘re-opening’ process. But we’ve been forewarned not to expect too
much change when Phase One takes effect. Whatever the Phase One conditions will be, they will be
evaluated by Bishop Duca and he will issue the guidance for resuming public Masses and other
scheduled services, which will certainly come with conditions and ongoing restrictions.

Consecration of the USA to Mary, Mother of the Church. Friday, May 1, 2020, at 2:00 P.M. CDST,
Archbishop Gomez, Archbishop of Los Angeles and President of the United States Conference of
Catholic Bishops (USCCB) lead our nation in a prayer which consecrates the United States to Mary,
Mother of the Church.

assistance of Our Lady all the more earnestly as we face together the effects of the global pandemic.
